2017 Vintage - Pale salmon. Round and lightly smoky with very positive 
palate and length - 16/20 points

2016 Vintage - Broad and smoky with much, much more flavour than 
most Provencal rosés. Substantial with the merest hint of oiliness but not

seriously so. Masses to chew on. Broom. Amazingly long and positive.

Barbeyrolles and La Tour de L’Evêque, 
archetype of the fine and precise rosé with potential for aging.

Aromas of smoked strawberry, slight lees and toast; palate
nicely different, complex with a lively minerality, lees character, 

almost oaky, and a lovely cured meat note.
